CHANGE OF DATE: 4 - 6 October 2024

In July 2024 half a century will have elapsed from the coup against President Makarios
and the Turkish invasion of Cyprus. This should become an occasion when Hellenism in
both Greece and Cyprus, re-examines the events and reflects on them. The conference
is organised by the Department of History and Archaeology of the University of Cyprus,
the School of Law of the University of Nicosia, the Tassos Papadopoulos Research
Centre. These events have changed the lives of most of the inhabitants of Cyprus and
are probably the most significant development since 1960. The Conference aims at
critically examining the events of 1974, encouraging their critical re-examination, and
also reflection on what happened (or should have happened). It will take place in the
University of Cyprus (Aglantzia Campus).

This conference welcomes scholarly papers by researchers, on all sides of the conflict.

the Relations between Athens and Nicosia

Social and economic aspects resulting from the Turkish invasion of Cyprus.
Reconstruction and rebirth after the invasion - efforts to restart the Economy -
the Displaced and Refugees

Humanitarian issues (the Missing Persons —the Enclaved - the war victims
Legal Aspects of the coup and Turkish invasion

The Historiography of the Turkish invasion

Matters of Memory and Memorial Depiction

The conference is scheduled for Friday 4 to Sunday 6 October 2024.

The Scientific Committee welcomes contributions from established researchers as well
as younger researchers (new PhDs and PhD candidates, Masters’ holders, independent
researchers) with research on the above, to submit their abstracts. The abstracts
(approx. 300 words) must be submitted until 30 June 2024 to the email address
synedrio-cyprus1974@ucy.ac.cy.

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October conference’. Abstracts should include the name of the person that will present
the paper, as well as the name of the institution to which they are attached.

The presentations can be in Greek or in English; they should be no longer than 20
minutes.

The Organising Committee will make every effort to secure funding to cover part of the
expenses of the contributors selected, who are based outside the Republic of Cyprus
(further announcement will be sent to the abstracts selected).
