Course Purpose 
and Objectives 

This is the fourth Integrated Clinical Placement course that students will 
undertake. The aim is for students build on the clinical and communication 
skills learnt in MED-205, MED-210 and MED-305.  

They will practise further clinical and communication skills related to the 
courses running concurrently, initially on each other and subsequently on 
selected patients in the community. 

Communication Skills: Students, in small groups, will learn the basic 
principles of patient doctor communication, and will learn how to gather 
information from a patient and how to give information to a patient. 

Clinical Skills: Students, in small groups, will practise some of the basic 
aspects of clinical skills in medicine using mannequins. All clinical 
examinations will be peer examinations i.e. the students will be examining 
each other. 

Clinical Placements: Students will attend one clinical placement on Back 
Pain. 

Workshops:  Students will attend one workshop on Osteoarthritis. 

In addition to the above, additional lectures will be scheduled to enhance the 
learning experience and to re-visit some topics covered in years 1 and 2 (spiral 
learning). These sessions will be in the area of medical psychology.

4. Demonstrate the ability to examine a patient with a disorder of the 
musculoskeletal system affecting the wrist or hand. 

Week 4

5. Continue revising the basic skills for structuring the consultation 
based on the CCG.  

6. To learn and practise the appropriate skills for taking a history of a 
patient with anxiety. 

7. To be able to describe the aspects of appearance, behaviour and 
mood of the Mental State Examination in relation to anxiety.

1. Perform a competent examination of the lumbar spine on a 
colleague.  

2. Demonstrate an awareness of the basic assessment of low back 
pain and the concept of diagnostic triage.

Integrated Communication & Clinical skills (Explanation of procedures)  

1. Understand the steps needed to discuss informed consent with a 
patient potentially undergoing gastroscopy or colonoscopy. 

2. Observe/practice and gain experience in explaining the procedure of 
gastroscopy or colonoscopy to a patient.  

3. Practice communicating with a patient who is undergoing a sensitive 
and painful examination such as gastroscopy or colonoscopy.  

4. Discuss the information that the procedure involves and the 
indications of the procedure (gastroscopy/colonoscopy).  

5.  Give instructions for the preparation needed prior to and after the 
procedure (gastroscopy/colonoscopy).

Clinical skills:  

1. Understand the steps needed to discuss informed consent with a 
patient potentially undergoing catheterisation. 

2. Observe/practice and gain experience in explaining the procedure of 
catheterisation to a patient.  

3. Practice communication with a patient who is undergoing a sensitive 
and painful examination such as catheterisation. 

4. Revise the importance of the aseptic technique and the steps of 
urinary catheterisation.  

5. Practice/observe male urethral catheterisation on a model.

Clinical skills:  

1. Practice obtaining consent for intimate examination as a medical 
student. 

2. Integrate appropriate communication skills to address challenges 
that may arise during an intimate examination. 

3. Identify what relevant questions need to be gathered when taking a 
focused breast history. 

4. Perform/Observe a systematic breast examination 
5. Present the findings to the supervising doctor during the examination 

while the patient is present.
